If it
hasn’t changed over the course of the past few years
or if you give less than 5% to the Church for its sup-
port, I would ask you to try to increase if possible.

That
produces a great limitation to not only what we can
do now, ministry wise, but also on what we are able
to do in maintenance and future planning for capital
repair and replacement in a 100 year old building.

And thank you to all who are making their sacri-
fices now to further the work of the Gospel.
